Starting with Ash Wednesday, United Methodist Women will have a box in the 
narthex for items for Health Kits to be sent to Haiti, or to be sent to replenish the 
kits now being sent to Haiti. Please remember that all items must be NEW items. 
It is also important that kits contain only the requested items. Donations can also 
be made; checks should be made out to Sparta United Methodist Women. In the 
memo section be sure to write Haiti Health Kits. Please place all checks in the 
offering plate. 
 
Items for kits: 
1 hand towel (15"x25" up to 17"x27". No kitchen towels) 
1 washcloth 
1 comb (large and sturdy---not pocket-sized) 
l nail file or fingernail clippers (no emery boards or toenail clippers) 
1 bath-size bar of soap (3 ounces and up) 
1 toothbrush (single brushes only in original wrapper. No child-size brushes) 
 
Please place all items in the box labeled “Health Care Kits for Haiti”. Each kit 
needs an accompanying two dollars. Carry the list with you, so that when you are 
at the store you can pick up something and bring it to church during Lent.
